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50th Anniversary of the Battle of Long Tan, Vietham

The battle of Long Tan was fought on 18 August 1966. 105 froem D Company,

6th Battalion, Royal Australian Regiment (6RAR) and three New Zealanders from an
artillery forward observation party from New Zealand’'s 161 Field Battery,
encountered a force of more than 2,000 Viet Cong soldiers. During the battle, 17
Australians were killedJack Jewryfrom St Marys sadlywas one of the diggers
killed, and a further 25 were wounded, one of whom later died of wounds. This was
the highest number of Australian casualties incurred in any one engagement of the
Viethnam War.The outstanding performance of D Company in Badtle of Long Tan

was recognised by the Americans by Bresidential Unit Citationthe emblem of
which is still worn by any soldiers serving in D Company, 6 RAR.

On the 24 August, 1996 the park at the cerrof Acacia Avenue and Merinda
Avenue at St Marys was dedicatdaick Jewry Reservein Jacks memory.
